1. Being Proactive
This is the difference between the people that make it big and the people that fail, in promoting. This means plan everything out and think out of the box. 
 
2. Be Outgoing
You don't have to be born popular to begin with, in fact promoting will make you well known, very quickly. However in order for you to be well-known, you're going to have to be outgoing and meet as many people as you can. The more outgoing you are, the more people you will know, the more clients you will have. The key ingredient to a party promoter's success is networking so the more you reach out to people the more you will earn!

3. Be VERY Interested in Making BIG Bucks Partying
All the successful promoters are out to make a lot of money so should you. Once you have the strong desire to make lots of money, you will learn the necessary skills in order to be successful and come out with creative ways to promote your party. Remember, being a Club Promoter is a great way to tap into one of the most lucrative events and entertainment while partying with some of the most beautiful girls or handsome hunks out there but it’s up to you how much you make. 
Becoming a Promoter Questions, Answers & Information

· Duties of A club Promoter: A club promoter uses all of the tools available to bring patrons to a party including but not limited to speaking to people whom they know and do not know and inviting them down to a party. This can be done through face to face conversations, internet promotions, social networking sights i.e Facebook, Twitter, handing out business cards to people, promotions at school/work, Handing out flyers and Many more. 
· What are the qualifications to become a promoter? In order to be a successful party promoter a person need only be able to be semi-outgoing and have the will to speak to people about going out partying. 
· Age requirements: We have clubs that are 18+ and clubs that are 21+. In order to come to one of our 21+ events you must be 21 years old or older but you can actually promoter all events. 
· Is there a set # of hours needed to work? You pick when you want to work. Most promoters work nights and weekends only. So you can still have a day job, and just throw parties on the side. Even attending the club is at your discretion.
· "Do I Need to spend a lot of Money?" NO! There is no risk involved to you. You get paid depending on how many people you bring in. How much you make is up to you but you never have to pay for anything.
· How Do I get paid?  Whenever we have an upcoming party listed you are welcome to help us promote for it. You will get paid for every person that you comes to the party as long as they do one of the following: 
· Purchase a Ticket from you

· Ask for your guest list at the door or

· Bring one of your flyers to the club

Each party is different so the amount you make per person will vary. Promoters get paid on a commission basis. You get paid by the amount of people you bring to the party.

· "I'm in College. Can I Still Do This?" YES! Promoting in college is a great way to earn some fantastic part-time income. Everyone in college wants to party, so it's a great place to make a lot of money.
· What are the perks people get when they say my name or company name at the door? Patrons coming out to party get free admission until a pre-determined time and reduced admission afterwards.  When they celebrate a birthday or another special event they get the following.
· Birthday or celebrating person +1 guest free all night. 
· A free bottle of champagne to toast the night away (needs to be 10 guests or more)
· Shout outs from DJs & MCs throughout the night!
· Access to VIP!
· Unlimited digital photos of you & your guests!
· Discounted Bottle prices & Reserved VIP section (for parties that do bottle service)
· Music by all star DJs spinning the best in hip-hop, reggae, latin, house, raggaethon, 
 classics, old school, Top 40 & more!
· Cake depending on venue
· & More depending on venue
Tips on how to begin being a promoter
· Start by choosing a type of club you would like to promote. Think of what your target crowd would be. Which type of crowd would be easier for you to promote to. Do not forget to factor in age and social status. 


· Go into a club and see if it is a place that you would like and would feel comfortable recommending to people. (Trust is a very important factor)

· Think up an entertainment name for new company that is catchy and easy to remember. Ie ( __ Entertainmnent
 _ Productions  The _ List)

· Use word-of-mouth techniques to get the ball rolling. Spread the word about the club to friends. 

· Choose your target audience. If the nightclub is for 21-to-35-year-olds, then choose these people to approach on the street

· Make up business cards that you can hand out.

· Post on the internet. Use chat rooms and social networking sites to create attention for the nightclub you are promoting. 

· Make up your own flyers and posters for promotion. Hand them out on the street and speak about the new nightclub to as many people as you can
